Abel Contemporary Gallery, owner Theresa Abel, started in 2004 when the Paoli Artisan Gallery owner retired.
Theresa had been the Artisan Gallery art director before purchasing the business, but not the building. The
building was later sold. She and her partner bought the Stoughton building, formerly an 1890's tobacco
warehouse, in 2018 and opened in 2019. The cost of running this business is less in Stoughton than in Madison.
Two and 3-D art are on the first floor, installations are upstairs, and artist studios are for rent in the basement.
Theresa is an oil painter exploring religiosity. Her recommendation for artists who'd like gallery representation is
to find one that is just beginning and become part of their established stable.
